Measurement

· To measure we must have a standard, or something to compare it to.

· A standard is an exact quantity people agree to use for comparison.

· Originally people used body parts (feet, arm length) to determine the length of something.  It was usually part of the King’s anatomy!

· The English System, which is used only in the United States, is very confusing because of all the different values of the numbers.

· Scientists needed a system that would provide them with an exact system of weights and measurements.

· During the 18th century scientists measured the distance from the Earth’s equator to the north pole, and divided it into 10,000,000 parts.  These parts were the length of the standard meter!

· 1 meter= 100 centimeters

1 meter= 1000 millimeters

1000 meters= 1 kilometer
· Scientists measure:

1. length

2. mass/ weight

3. volume

4. temperature

5. time
