Experiments

· During an experiment, one tests the hypothesis through a controlled procedure.

· Experiments should always have two groups:

1. Control group- the standard group by which any change can be measured.

2. Experimental group- all actors are kept the same as the control group except for one factor. 
3. Constant-factors or things that will stay the same.

4. Variable- factors or things that change in an experiment.
